
Bad Gas Racing is a family based team from Arlington Heights, IL 
sponsored by ERA Realife Realtors Inc. Norby Mika, car owner, Matt Mika, crew and 
computer whiz, Mitch Mika, Driver, and Pall I Waszak, crew chief, are what makes this 
team a record setting team. There has been a lot to learn over the years and without the 
help of the Crew chief, Paul Waszak none of them could be where they are today. 

The 1985 Chevy Camara, piloted by Mitch Mika, has been as fast 
as 7.55 at 192mph at 3500lbs! The power plant is 632 CI built by Tony 
Bischoff from St. Leon, Indiana. It is a Dart block with 14 degree EPD heads 
and a single Holley dominator. With Tony Bischoff's expertise, the motor made 
about 1200+ horsepower and about 1600+ horsepower with the NOS Fogger 
System. The Chassis is an all steal body Chevy Camaro weighing in at 3500lbs. 
It is 25.5 certified and is tuned by Metz Performance in Menomonee Falls, WI.
